CRISIS  COMES

“The Lord Reigneth”
Is Text Taken By
Dr. Legate InInspir-
ing Sermon.

The Rev. R. Moorhead Legate.
D. D, of St. James Presbyterian
Church delivered an apt and in-
spiring sermon yesterday morning
aporopriate to the present world
crisis when prayers are being of-
fered for the preservation of werld
peace,

Dr. Legate spoke as follows tak-
ing as his text Psalm 93 and the
words “The Lord Reigneth.”

The best resource one can have
when a crisis comes is a clear and
definite creed. Nothing can steady
the mind and stiffen the courage
like holding on to sume carefully
thought out principle which you can
adhere to Life is nothing short of a
series of tests, tests of your wisdom,
your strength, your purpose, your
faith. And the older you grcw the
more frequent and searching these
tests seem to become, And, f you
judge the case fairly, you are bound
to conclude that these tests are ul-
timately spiritual tests, hecause the
ln{npﬂt and real part of you is your
spirit. When these tests come to us
they get down through the skin and
bone and reach the - spirit of us.
That is the part of us that feels the
full force of every crisis. And that
is why we must have a creed of some
sort. when we meet a cris's.

A creed schools and fortifies the
spirit to face the test. And what is
meant by having a creed? A creed
Is not a mere form of words to
which your intelligence gives its as-
sent: it is not certain articles of

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belief to which you subscribe. It is a
spiritual position, earnestly sought
for, and mostly struggled for, which
enables you to view every crisis
that confronts you with calmness
and confidence and strength. And
such a creed, in order to meet what
it has to meet, and hear what iv
has to bear, must be well-grounded,
precise and reliable, In the world
situation today we are being faced
with a crisis which is putting a
strain on mind and heart. There is
so much involved whatever turn
affairs may take. And we are sc
placed by the sequence of events
that nothing short of a clear, strong
creed can save us from a confused
hopelessness. To make ang attempt
to discuss the present situation is
both beyond m}r power and my
province here this morning. But
one thing I can do, and one thing I
feel I must do is to propose to you
a creed with which to meet the
crisis, And I believe that, no mat-
ter where you search, you will not
find any creed more fitted to our
needs in these anxious days than
these words of the Psalmist, “The
Lord reigneth.”

God is sovereign over all the
events that are happening. That is
a creed that has stood the test of
time and circumstance, It is a creed
that has in the tput exercised a
purifying and uplifting force in the
life of men and nations, The exal-
tation of God everywhere and al-
ways. Not the exaltation of His bare
sovereignty—that is not going to
‘comfort us and steady us and give
us hope, Not _the exaltation of God's
arbitrary will, nor of His mere
power. But the exaltation of God's
sovereignty linked with His care of
and interest in His creatures: “God
over all and blessed for ever’” as
He is presented to us in the teach-
ing of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ: a God who not only dis-
poses all events, but whose puré)ose
in disposing all events is guided by
His knowledge, and. His wisdom,
and his love. To hold that creed is
to hold an honest,”vallant and in-
domitable creed, a creed which in-
spires the best in us and puts iron
into the soul. “The Lord reigneth.”
God is supreme, in all, and over
all, no matter how things may ap-
pear to us. God cannot be left out
of anything, A hard creed to reach,
because our one-sided and limited
viewpoints will often conflict with
it. A creed that cannot be reached
untdl you come to the point of al-
lowing God to have His own way,
until you surrender your judgments
in favor of His, until your faith gives
you that command over yourself
which enables you to say “Never-
theless not my will, but Thine be
done.’ I find everywhere around me

eople who do not seem to be tak-
gxf God into their calculations at
all; people who seem never to have
thought of the need of doing so;
people who without their knowing
it would have to be classed as blind
fatalists; people who, when view:ng
the state of things in Europe and
their effect upon the rest of the
world, regard the situation as one
that turns upon merely human
agencies, with a big element of
chance thrown in. But the one and
only thing that has kept the world
together hitherto, that has enabled
t to weather the storms of man's
making, and that has maintained it
on an even keel dn spite of men’s
erratic steering, is that God is sov-
ereign and over all.

Life, such as it is, is intelligible
and understandable only on the
strength of a belief that God is

of and over everything that hap-
pens. The only ultimate reasonable
conclusion that we can arrive at is
that “the Lord reigneth.” To cut
God out of the events that happen
simply means chaos and despair. In
all the mental perplexities which
are bothering us today there are
only two alternative conclusions be-
tween which we may choose, One is
that if there be a God He does not
seem to care or intervene; the
other is that we can set over
against this piled-up mass of diffi-
culties that is confronting us the
conviction which St. Paul has
urged us ‘to hold, that “ail things
work together for good to them who
trust and love God.” To hold the
former view is simply to slump
morally, For‘we lose courage when
we lose the vision of an all-supreme
To hold the latter view is
to heave a deep sigh of rellef, and
to brace ourselves to meet what-
ever may be coming,

We may have studied carefully
the causes that have led up to the
world’s present trouble, and we may
be making what we think are well-
founded guesses about what the out-
come is to be. But what is that go-
ing to do for us? If, in our analysis,
