GOOD INCREASE SHOWN !
AUSTRALIAN POPULACE

(By The Canadian Press) —During
1930 the population of Australia in-
creased by 61,661—26,744° males and
34,917 females. Figures is=ied re-
cently by the Commonwealti Statis-
tician C. H. Wickens, show that the
population at December 31, 1929, con-
sisted of 8,277,452 males and 3,137~
020 females, a total of 6,414,372. At
December 31, 1930, the population
was 6,476,033—3,304,096 males and 3,-
171,037 females. The total increase
during the year by the excess of
births over deaths was 73,069, but
this was offset by an excess of de-
partures oyer arrivals of 11,408. Since
the census of 1921 the population has
increased by 1,040,299—-756,907 by na-
tural increase and 284,392 by net mi-
gration. The average annual increase
since the census has been slightly
less than 2 per cent.
