The deals, involving an estimat-
ed cash outlay of $300,000, were
rumored for the past month but
not announced until tonight at the
annual meeting of the Major Lea-
gues in Chicago. \

Financial pressure, forced by
Philadelphia banke's, Wwas assign-
ed as the reason for the sales, some
of the most important in the his-
tory of baseball, The deals all but
complete a break-up of the fam-
ous Athletic team that won the
world’s championship in 1929 and
»0. Only Jimmie Foxx, champion
batsman and home run king of the
Majors, remains of the outstand-
ing baseball troupe.
