MODERN JUGGERNAUTS

Terrible Death 76t by Motor Vehicles
in London’s Thoroughfares ~.-
Figures published by the Home
Office regarding the number of men,
wbmen and children killed and injured
in the streets of London every week
are startling. ¢
During one year no fewer than 410
people met their death in the streets
—while the street accidents reported
by the police not ending fatally
amounted to 15,164. This makes a
total of 15,564 killed and injured,
which works out at the rate of prac-
tically 300 a week.
Perhaps the most terrible feature
of London’s street accidents is that
about one-third of the persons killed
in the streets by motor and horse ve-
hicles are children under the age of
fifteen. In five years 812 children un-
der seven and 238 between the ages
of seven and fifteen were killed in
the London streets—a terrible death-
roll of 650. |
¢ Year by year the total number of
killed and injured by vehicular trafiic
in London has gone up. Seven years
ago the total number killed was 178,
‘and injured 11,688, which means that
there are now nearly two and a half
timep as many people killed and over
gs,ooo more injured every year, -
} Undoubtedly the chief cause of this
fearful list of casualities is the rapld
increase of motor vehicles. As a mat-
ter of fact, out of the 410 people killed
last year there were only 122 fatalities
caused by horse vehicles, the re-
gmlnder being due to motor omni-
uses, electric tramways, motor cars,
cabs, etc.
» It 18 this enormous increase in
motor vehicular trafic which makes
the streets of London veritable death
traps. To lay the whole of the blame
for this ' remarkable increase in the
aumber of street accidents upon
motor-driven vehicles is, of course,
gomewhat absurd, for while accidents,
fatal and otherwise, have increased
‘with the increase of motor cars, motor
omnibuses, and electric tramways on
the streets, there is8 no doubt that
the chief reason lies in the fact that
Londoners have not yet accommodated
themselves to the changed condition
of traffic.
+ Hundreds of suggestions have been
‘made by, various people for minimiz-
ng the perils of the streets, but per-
aps the most interesting and valu-
ble are those of the famous motorist
r. Charles Jarrott. “No motor bus,”
says Mr. Jarrott, “should be capable
t travelling at a speed of more than
twelve miles an hour, or, at a maxi-
mum, fourteen.”
\ Then, again, the habit of many
drivers of rushing across main thor-
pughfares from side streets should be
severely dealt with; likewlse drivers
gn main thoroughfares crossing side-
treets should be made to slow down.
vl am convinced,” ‘says Mr, Jarrott,
“that a few commonsense regulations
drawn up by an experienced board
would make for an improvement
Wwhich would be  ‘welcomed by the
general public, including pedestrians,
ordinary drivers, cyclists, and motor-
