OTTAWA, June 10.—The Redistribu-
tion Bill which has been hanging fire
for so many weeks and which has
been the outcome of hours of negot-
iations  was introduced by Premier
Borden in the House tonight.

Hon. Roht. Rogers presenting
the report of the Committee was
cheered by bhoth sides of the House,
The report is practically unaminous,

‘I'he Bill as brought down gives
Prince Edward Island three seats,
Kings, Prince and Queens. However,
the big fight which Premier Mathie.
son, Mr, A. A. Mcl.ean M. P. and Mr,
Donald Nicholson M. P. made against
a reduction in representation has
borne fruit. The Committee in its
report recommended that the Imper-
ial Governmént be asked to pass an
amendment to the British North Am-
erica Act by which no province shall
have fewer members than it has Sen-
ators. i

As Prince Edward Island has four
Senators, this would mean that the
vepresentations  would be later re-
