OTTAWA, June 28 — The government |

has resigned. At a sitting of the House which
lasted only a few minutes this afternoon,
Premier King announced that he had advis-
ed the Governor General to dissolve Parlia-
ment but that the Governor General had de-
clined to grant dissolution.

_“Ihave a very important announcement
which I wish to make to the House before
proceeding any further,” he said. “The pub-
lic interests demand a dissolution of this
House. As Prime Minister I so advised His
Excellency the Governor General shortly aft-
er noon today. His Excellency having de-
clined to accept my advice to grant a dissol-
ytwn to which I believe under British pract-
ice I was entitled, I immediately tendered my
resignation which His Excellency has been
graciously pleased’ t0 aeécept. In the cir-
cumstances as one of the members of the
House of Commons, I would move that the
House do now.adjourn.”

OTTAWA, June 28.—!(Flash E.0. S.)—Right
Hon, Arthur Meighen, Conservative leader, has been
summoned to Government House. Mr. Meighen left
his office with the Governor General’s private secre-
tary to see His Excellency. Lord Byng, who was to
leave this morning for Toronto, has tentatively post-
poned his departure until Wednesday. Sir Robert
Borden, former Premier of Canada, conferred with
Meighen shortly before the latter left to see His Ex-
cellency.
