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The Industrial Battlefront
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Food bill for the armed forces of Canada in
the first year of war has been in excess of $§,-
000,000, The number of men to be fed in-
creased in the course of a year from a peace-

and air force combined, to nearly 200,000,

In recent weeks the production of mechanized
army vehicles in Canada has been maintained
at the rate of 400 a day. By the el}d of the
year the output will be at a rate ranging up to
600 or more a day.

The Post declares that there are bottlenecks
due to the impossibility of advancing all ele-
ments in preparation at the same speed. Before
« plane can be made, shell turned or a gun cast,
there must be designed and constructed the ma-
chine to make it. That is the job of the tool-
maker, the man who makes the machines which
make ‘the machines, The making of these ma-
chine tools is the major bottleneck faced on
Canada’s industrial front.

Finally the Post looks into the future, with
the statement: “There is better than an even
chance then that after this war Canadian indus-
try will go on, after brief interruption, to new
heights of skill, diversity and productivity.
Thus our war industries may again lay a foun-
dation for new peace industries. Tt happened
in 1018 and it should happen again after this
war.”

This great industrial revolution is taking place
chiefly in the Central Provinces. There is com-
mrativelv little evidence of it in the Maritimes
Prince TFdward Tsland seems to have heen left
completely out of the picture: a fact which mav
have far reaching results in the post-war period
to which the Toronto paper looks forward.
