As will be seen by the .interview of the
Montreal Herald with Signor Marsoni
which is reproduced in another column of

Signor Marconi pro-
mises press messages at less than half the
present rates across the Atlantie, and
what is of almost equal importacce to all
patriotic Canadians, he promises that we
shall bave a direct service between Bri-
tain and Canada in which the news of the
two countries will be given especial pro-

' minence, and without being specially pre-
: pared for the United States news market

or filtered through foreign chanrels as at
present.

We are
unfortunately at present under the dom-
nance of the "Anglo-American Telggraph
Company’s monopoly, so far fostered and
supported by tte Government of Canada.
The Government, by the terms of union i®
specially charged with ‘“‘the maintenance
of telegraphic communication between
the Island and the Mainland of the Dom-
inion.” The Government is responsible
for the past and present condition of that
service and has so far shockingly neglect-
ed Island interests in thismatter. It isto
the Government we must look, through
our. representatives, for redress for past
neglect and for improvement in the fu-
ture, ecpecially at this new era in the
cheapening and 1aultiplication  of tele-
graph facilities, '

Asis well known the Anglo-American
Telegraph Company. was the first to at-
tempt to block Marconi's way.. Their
monopoly in Newfoundland was-used as
the lever to drive the great inventor out
of Newfonndland when he attempted to
establish a station there. This attitude
of the Anglo-American toward the new
selegraphic enterprise shows what wem y
expect, if we are left by the Government
in the future as we have been in the past,
wholly at the mercy of the cable company
referred to. It is therefore more than
probable that the Anglo-American will
not work in connection with the Marconi
system, which is its rival in transatlantic
transmission. The Givernment of Can-
ada on its part bas bandsomely ez_x_courag-
ed Marconi and deserves great credit for
sodoing. It remains for the Government
to see that all the Provinces shall share
alike in the benefits of the wireless system.
This can be done in oue of three ways:

say at Charlottetown; (b) by the Govern-
ment taking over and operating the cable
sarvice between the Island and the main-
