We suggest also that it might
be beneficial to the Industries of
this Province, if the Minister of Ag-
riculture was given the additional
title Minister of Trade or Com-
merce. If that were done the neces-
sary leadership would always be
available for our manufacturers-and
dealers.

While we urge a greater interest
by all our people in the Industries
mentioned above, we are not un-
mindful that the great and basic in-
dustry of the Island is now as it
always has been, General Mixed
Farming. In 1929 six hundred and
four cars loaded with Agricultural
products were brought to the Pro-
vince. More was brought by steam-
er from Montreal. There is no rea-
son to suppose that such importa-
tions have since decreased. This
Province being first of all an Agri-
cultural one, it would appear that a
considerable proportion of these im-
ported products could and should be
grown and milled within the Pro-
vince, thus giving employment to
more of our residents and at the
same time resulting in much money
remaining on the Island for locai
circulation. It would seein that our
people would do well to rcturn at
least in part to the paths trod by
their fathers by the growing of and
preparing for use some of the food-
stuffs and feeds now imported.

The first appearance of the earl-
iest apple bloom is a h'nt to the
farmer of Eastern Canada that the
female onion maggot flies are comse
mencing to lay their eggs. This
fact also coincides with the time
when the onlon seedlings are about
one and a half inches high. Accord-
ing to a pamphlet issued by the
Dominion Department of Agricul-
ture on the control of the onion
maggot the young plants and sur-
reunding soil should be sprayed
with an oil emulsion four times
during the early part of the sea-
son, just before the female flies
commence to lay thelr eggs.
