The illustration shows, in prin-
ciple an oil pump of the plunger
type, joperated by an up and down
motion ang essentiaily like . the
domestic force-pump. The parts
are shown in part’al crosssection,
A being the cylinder or barrel, in
which slides the tightly fitted
plunger oy piston B. Tho inlet C
ig immersed in the oil of the sump
or pipe to it and the inlet passage
C can be closed by the seating, in
its spherical seat of the steel ball
D. A passage N leads upwards from
the lower part of the cyvinder .o
the outlet or delivery passage F
which can be closed by the seating
of its ball valve E.. MM are sup-
ports by which the pump is attach-
ed to the iniice of the crank-case.
Such a pump may be driven by one
of the vaive<ams, by a crank and
connecting-rod or it may be operat
ed by an eccentric, as here hsown.
G is the cam-shaft or some other
-engine shaft, having keyed to it
the eccentric plate H which, ‘when
‘t turns, moves in a “lop sided”
manner, the motion of its outside
edge being partly indicated by the
dotted line. The eccentric strap K
is fitted around H ang slides upon
'it as well as moving with it ag H
, rotates. The connecting rod R is
