Zivic Stops Miracle
Man Henry Armstrong

. After 12 Furious Rounds

. ~NEW YORK, Jan. 17—(AP)—The miracle man of boxing, little
Henry Armstrong, came to the end of the road tonight. ;

The spirit and the heart of the greatest little fighting man of
the presant generation were willing, but the machine had run down,
and he was stopped in 12 rounds by Fritzie Zivic as he made one last,
gallant try to win back his world welterweight championship.

He was stopped with both eyes !
cut, half blind from slashing left
jabs and ripping right uppercuts,
but still pouring in, trying to land
one last, desperate punch that
might produce an:ther of his fistic
miracles,

And he was stopped, in what may
have been the last c:mpetitive ap-
pearance of huis glorious career, as
the biggest crowd in Garden fistic
history was on hand to wish h'm
