A Fredericton despatch, which will
be of interest in this province, says
that’ an elaborate plan for assistance
to education to the extent of millions
of dollars, was advanced in the Leg-
islature yesterday afternoon, in a
resolution which notice of motion
was given for next Friday. The resol-
ution is as follows:—1. That the Fed-
eral Government of Canada should
appropriate annually for the next ten
years a sum of $4,000,000 a year
to be expended solely upon agricul-
tural and industrial education. 2.
That such sum of $4,000,000 5 year
be paid over hy the Federal govern-
ment through the Minister to the
governments of each province of the
Dominion  in sums pro rata to the
population  of each Province as
shown in the wensus of 1911. 3. That
each provimce of the Dominion pledge
itsell to expend such sum solely and
only for  agricultural education by
means of agricultural schools, farms,
or colleges, and for technical educa-
tion of miners, lumbermen and me-
chanics, by means of manual or
training  schools, technical schools
and colleges, 4. That each Province
appoint one of its Cabinet who will
annually make his report to the Min-
ister at Ottawa, showing in detail
where and how such sums have heen
