Children Bound
‘Here Were On
Ll Fated Liner

Hon. Horace Wright, in charge
| of the evacuee children arrange=-
| ments for the Provincial Governe
ment, yesterday received word that
| “the British Government has de-
cided to move no more children un=
der the official Government Scheme
| during the winter months at least.”
iThe communication was receive
| from Mr, F. C. Blair, Ottawa, Di-
| rector of Immigration.

| “There will of course, be a cer-
tain number of children still ccen-
ing forward under the auspices of
groups,” the letter added. These
groups referred to are service clubs,
etc, and it was explained that in
these cases, ‘“the children’s trans-
portation is paid privately and the
British Government accepts no re=
sponsibility, the children coming out
on vessels which are not co
Possibly many of these organization
will continue to brin out some
groups of children,” the letter ad-
ded.

It was also stated that “certain
facilitles in the way of Federal and
Provincial assistance” would be of-
fered to the groups taking the
children out “if they comply with
the conditions that are required of
them.”

When any children are sent out
Mr. Wright will be notified and ar-
range for their arrival. It was fur-
ther stated that the “numbers in-
volved will be so small that It will
not warrant any reception facili-
tles” and children ‘will not be sent
“In excess of the number of nom-
fnated homes.”

“In addition to these group move-
ments there will continue to be the
movement of private children,” Mr.
Wright was Informed but no child
would be allowed to sail from Eng-
land for this Province until a nom-
ination card stating that the home
was found to be suitable was re-
ceived by the officials from Mr,
Wright.

Reception centres will no longew
be necessary, the letter stated.

Children Drowned

Out of the last group of children
which arrived in Canada recent-
ly, none have been sent to this pro-
vince. Twenty-five were labelled Zor
here but unfortunately these were
on the ship which was torpedoed 800
miles from shore.

Mr, Wright has received &
number of interesting and appreciu-
tive letters from toe parents in
England of the children -who ate
already guests in this province. He
wrote each rent the day after
the arrival- of the children in this
province notifying them of the safe
