OTTAWA, June 24—(CP)—Can-
ada’s wage control order has been
amended to allow “just and :eas-
onable” wage increases, providing
they do not conflict with princip-
les of price stability, Labor Minis-
ter Mitchell today informed ‘he
Commcas.

The amendment, a measured re-
laxation of present restrictions on
wage increases, was annnounced
with a warning from the Miniszer
that the job of maintaining eco-
nomic stability was more _.ompli-
cated than ever. Mr. Mitchell maie
it clear that while there was gsome
relaxation the lid was not bemg
taken off wage control.

Labor leaders gave the ame:ud-
ment a cautiously favorable wel-
come and took the position that
its final effect would only be de-
termined. in actual practice. Wage
control regulations are gener 'ly
administered by Regional VWar
Labor Boards in the provinces with
their decisions subject to review
or appeal to the National War Lab-
or_Board.

Main point of today's revision
was to remove from the order a
provision which required appli-
cants for increases to prove that
their wages were low -in compari-
son with those pald in a similar
industry in the same or a compar-
able locality. The new order, Mr.
Mitchell sald, gave the boards “a
greater discretion” in deckriing
whether increases were justified.
The order as it stood before to-
day’s amendment had been subject
%obsharp criticism from organized
abor.

10 Injured At
Fort Frances
Are Children

FORT FRANCES ,0Ont., June 24

tornado ripped y

noon today and in three to four
minutes caused widespread havoc
and left 11 persons injured.

Fort Frances, 180 miles east of
Winnipeg, in partial darkness to-
night as efforts were being made
to confinm a report that a man
had been &rushed to death in a
lumber yard.

The twister, something in_the
nature of miniature tornado last-
ing only three or four minutes,
swept into this town at 3:20 P.M.

In seconds it blew down the
fumsy residence of Dan Manville
on an Indian reservation fust out-
side town and injured his 10 sons
and daughters.

Debris Covers Streets

Along the town's main street it
broke heavy plate glass windows,
uprooted telephone and  power
and telegraph poles. Shattered
glass and other debris covered
the street. 0

Almost as quickly as it came the
twister went.

It followed a day of overcast
skies with periodic drizzles, w}:en
suddenly, without warning, ‘the
wind rose and rain teemed down
—about two inches of rain by
some estimates.

At the height of the blow rain
swept along Fort ances’ main
street in sheets, driven by the 60-
mtles-an-hour wind.

For over an hour the power was
off in the business section, and
elsewhere workmen labored to re-
store it.

Lumber Mill Damaged

The section of town along the
civer bank was the hardest hit
and J. A Mathieu lumber mill
suffered extensive damage. The
company seaplane, tied up near
the mill, was sunk at its moorings.

Communications suffered heav-
fly and not until early evening
was it pessible to send out the
stery cf the twister. a brief dis-
patch  filed to The Canadian
Press in Winndpeg.
