HOW TO STOKE

Important things te do

Use the side-bank method of firing,

alternating the firings to left and right
sides, or front and back:
2 Avoid covering hot coals with fresh

coal. Fresh coal, as far as possible,
should be added to the side of hot coal.
Move hot coals from area of the grate
which is to receive the fresh coal. Do
not fire fresh coal until at least one-fourth
of grate area can be cleared of hot coals:
Break up clinkers and work fine ash
through the grate area which is to receive
fresh coal..

self-supporting close the fire-
door, then check as described
above.

ALWAYS open the chimney pipe
damper before opening the fire-door
so that smoke or gas will not escape into
the room.

ALWAYS have a glowing spot of hot
coals exposed.

Remove soot regularly and frequently,

keeping the heating surfaces and
passages clean. Soot accumulations clog
passages, reduce draught and prevent the
useful transfer of heat from the heater
to the room.

If for any reason the method of firing
illustrated above cannot be strictly
adhered to and the hot coals cannot be
completely moved to one side, THEN
FIRE LITTLE AND OFTEN until the

depth of fuel bed is obtained:

Filling the heater with a large amount of
fresh coal will not produce a hot fire, but
will create gas and fire hazards, waste
coal and increase smoke.
