Seek Ruined _‘city
In Barren Wastes
Of South Africa

JOHANNESBURG, South Af-

rica, July 19 — (CP) — Remote
regions of the Kalahair are to be
surveyed by a Union government
aerial expedition in the hope of
discovering new ruins like those of
Zimbabwe.

The region to be surveyed lles
sbout 400 miles to the north of
Upington. on the Orange River.

Since the incorporation of South
West Africa in the Union, the
government has taken an increas-
ed interest in the area, it was
learned in Pretoria. If there are
such ruins, they are bound to
prove a valuable tourist attraction
Members of the expedition have
little more to guide them in their
search than strong theories held in
certain archaeological  quarters,
and persistent reports that have
come down through the centuries.
Bushmen legend has it that a
ruined city does exist, and that it
is one of a chain of forts built be-
tween Zimbabwe and the coast by
a past civilization, The forts, they
say, were built to safeguard the
transportation of gold and silver
to the coast.

Another strong clue is provided

by an old Portuguese map, printed
in Lisbon in 1740,
bearings of a city named Faruni,
in the desert regions of South West

Africa.

The exact whereabouts of this
map is now uncertain, but
sald to have been in the posses-
sion of Eugene Marais, a pioneer
South Afrigan naturalist, until his

his death about 15 years ago.
