Politics gradually claimed
the state as an end in itself, and
the citizen but a robot, existing for
that end. This had its logical cul-
mination in the totalifarian states.
Commerce adopted money as its
god, and greed perpetrated count-
less crimes behind the slogan “bus-
iness is business”, Art took “art for
art'’s sake” as its motto, heedless
whether the thing expressed was
worthy of expression. Education
kept both eyes on a job, developed
personality, instilled habits of health,
aimed at making good citizens of
the world but gave little thought to
citizenship of eternity; it too often
forgot that it must tmain how to
live as well as how to make a liv-
ing. There is much evidence today
that these errors are being widely
observed, and we are hopeful of
remedial action resulting.

and suggestions are made.
Chicago would demand a liberal
education first as'a basis upon

which to specialize. Otherg suggest
a synthesis or unification of the
courses in arts and sclences. One
Canadian Unlversity is  giving
courses in philosophy to its stu-
dents in applied science. These may
be isolated efforts, but they give
hope at least that there will be a
more general endeavor to rebuild
an educational system that will
enable a citizen the better to un-
derstand freedom and its accomp-
anying obligations, and his own
dignity as a man.

“This College year now ended was
not marked by any outstanding
event. The grave state of a world
at war does not make youth more
prone to study or think seriously,
he must often be decoyed if he

Any scheme which aimsat higher
education or even complete sec-!
ondary education for every boy and
girl is destined to meet with great
problems; for, some cannot profit
by it, and some will not. The best|
we can do is to provide the oppor-!

by it.

“That there is need for the ex-
tending and improving of our face
ilities to cope adequately with the
work expected of us, is a well-known
fact.

“The Extension Department under
the direction of Reverend M.E.
Francis has continued to do effect-
ive work among Credit Unions,
Pishermen’s Unions and other Co-
operatives. With the assistance of
the Department of Fisheries and
the Provincial Department of Ag-
riculture, three short courses In

s rumil centres were conducted last

fall.'During the winter other courseg
of shorter duration were held es-
pecially for fishermen. The whole
effort is directed towards bettering
the conditijon of these various
groups through their understand-
ing of and particapating in collect-
ive action.

“The St. Dunstan’s Contingent of
the Canadian Officers’ Training
Corps hs, continued to function
efficiently under a capable staff.
Chief Instructor, Major Tierney and
Sergeant Major Maclntyre are not
only efficient men but are zealous
in their work and leaders as well
as commanders,

“We present for graduation to-
day fifteen young men fortified
with a reasonably good educational
foundation, upen which we hope
they will build in the future, and
continue to develop and expand as
long as life lasts. They have
reached an important goal, but we
believe that ttiey understand it is
not a final goal, only a breathing
Flace on a lengthy and arduous
journey, along the remainder of
which we wish them a genérous
share of success.

Address To Graduates

The Chancellor in his address
to the graduates admonished them
against thinking the oonferrln!
upon them of graduation diplo
mas meant they were educated.
Education, he told them, was
process beginning with birth a
only ending at death. No man, the
Chancellor said, could afford. te
stop learning, for if he did, them
he must inevitably fall behind.
The study of theology, of law, of
medicine, of agriculture, or of any
other calling or profession requir-
ed continuous study. 'Graduating
students were only on the threshe
old of knowledge, but he com-
mended and congratulated them
in that theirs was now the founda-
tion upon which they could build
to higher and sublimer heights.

The one great asset of St.
stan's as an educational institu=
tion was, the Chancellor said, the
supreme value it placed upon re-
ligion. No education, he asserted,
which embraces scientific or teche
nical training to the exclusion of
the cultural can be a complete
education. Teaching in the huma
anities is essential if one is to
have his feet on more solid ground.
But even the humanities, as stue
died by the Romans and Greeks,

were not enough, It is the in=
culeation of Christian doctrine
and principles which supplies the
leaven for the bread which
alone assures worthwhile edu-
cational training. No man, tee
Chancellor said, can be a

great teacher in the fullest sense
of the word unless his teahing s
animated and motivated by his bes
lief in and solicitude for the pere
petuity of Christian principles.

The Chancellor warned against
‘the tendencies of modern educa=
tional systems which, he said, ex=
alted the thing created over the
Creator. He quoted Dean Inge of
8t. Paul's as having sald that
“ancjent civilizations were des=
troyed by barbarians from with=
out. We breed our own. That,
the Chancellor said, was what the
Nazi and Fascist systems of Ger-
many and Italy had done to s
masterful degree, but to a degree
which, in the end, brought chaos
and ruin to both countries.

In closing, the Chancellor ex-
horted the graduates to “hold
high the torch” in any profession
or calling they might embrace
and not to be afraid of any hon-
est homely toil. He had no use for
the man ashamed: to work with
his hands. All labour was hon-
ourable and enobling If inspired
by lofty motives. Because of the
lessons they had learned at 8t.
Dunstan’s, the Chancellor expres-
sed the hope none of the students
would ever do anything to degrade
their Alma Mater nor the pro-
fessions or callings to which they
may devote themselves.

Other Speakers
Lieut.-Gov. LzPage, Hon. Mr.
Stewart, Mr. Shaw and Mr. Holmes
all spoke briefly. They congratu-
lated the graduates and the stu-
dents generally and commended:
