The sinking of the Canadian destroyer St
Croix with loss of all but one of her I47-man
crew is a grim reminder that the war is by no
means over, This heavy toll of casualties is the
worst experienced by the Royal Canadian Navy
in the war, and brings to thirteen the number
of R.C.N. ships lost since the hostilities began.
The St. Croix, like many of her sister ships, was
on convoy duty in the North Atlantic when tor-
pedoed.  This is one of the most arduous and
dangerous of all wartime tasks. Due largely
to the magnificient work of our naval and air
forces, losses from  enemy submarine action
have been greatly lessened in recent months.
But the menace still exists. The St. Croix and
i 1l crew were playing their part in sub-
'n the disaster occurred.

More Ontario Advice

A Port Arthur exchange notes that with a
population of under 100,000 we have in .!hls
Province a Lieutenant Governor, a Legisla-
tive .\ssembly of 30 members, or one to abqut
every 3.000 people, a Premier, three active min-
isters, five without portfolio, and a whole set
of provincial government officers, courts, etc.
“A lot of government for a few people,” it says,
adding: “The other two Maritime Provinces,

Nova Scotia, population 554,000 and New
Brunswick, population 431,000, are in much the
same class. All three together have only about

one-third the population of Quebec, less than
one-third that of Ontario. As, furthermore,
the interests, industries and outlook of the three
are much the same, it would seem that one gov-
ernment for the three would be sufficient.”

The old dead-and-buried arguments for Mari-
time Union, dug up and resuscitated at every
opportunity. The fact that the Rowell-Sirois
Commission investigated these arguments and
found them to have no merit whatever, hast}’t
discouraged the wishful thinkers in Ontario.

Senator Connally in U.S.A. Senate Foreign
Relations Committee expressed fear of intem-
perate and troublemaking debate in the Senate,
which prompted the Buffalo Courier Express
to think in not too cautious terms that the U.S.

In support of this
suggestion it argued that in Britain the demo-
cratic process was accelerated when the House
of Lords was turned into “a polite debating
society with only a few vestiges of legislative
power.” True, it added, the House of Lords is
hereditary and undemocratic, but if anyone raises
that point it respectfully refers him “to the
Canadian Senate, probably the world’s most in-
nocuous deliberative body.” This is too bad, but

Cordell Hull, U.S.A. Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs and Chief of Foreign Relations,
