A pistol fight between Nazis and
ant{-Nazi manifestants occurred
Sunday in Alte Jakobstrasse in the
heart of Berlin, and when the po-
lice rushed up they found a Nazi
dead in the gutter.

Political feeling flared into riots
at four other points, continuing the
disorders which have brought in-
creasing bloodshed in recent weeks.

These were at Ketschendorf, 20
miles southwest of Frankfurt-on-
the-Oder; at Griefswald, near the
Baltic Sea in Pomerania; on the
highroad between Aurich and Nor-
den in East Friesland, on the North
Sea and in Berlin,

It was necessary to call a squad-
ron of Reichswehr cavalry from
nearby Furstenwalde, to quell the
riot between Nazis and Commun-
ists at Ketschendorf. The local po-
Mce sent in the alarm when . they
were unable to stop the melee. Af-
ter it was all over four Nazis were
found stabbed and many weapons
aad been seized by the troops.

DEATH OF
LORD PLUMER

Famous Military Com-
mander Passes,

Away After a
Lengthy Illness.

" (Canadian Press Cable)

LONDON, July 17.—Another of
the British military leaders of the
Great war has passed from the
scene. Field-Marshal Lord Plum-
‘er, well known o fianadians; gom-
mander of the Second Army  for
the most of the duration of the
Great war, is dead after a lengthy
illness. He was 75 years of age.

The War Office tonight announ- |
ced the funera! service will be held
Wednesday morning, preceded by a
military  procession from  the
Guard’s Chapel at Wellington bar-
racks. The service itself will be
held in Westminster Abbey as be-
fitting the soldier’s rank and pre-
ference in alloting seats is being
given to the relatives and those as-
sociated with the Field-Marshal
during his career.

Officers of the fighting services
will wear full uniform.

LONDON, July 16.—Field Mar-.
shal Lord Plumer, one of the great-
est of British soldiers, commander
of the Fifth Corps at the opening
of the Great War, and later of the
Second Army which included the
early Canadian Divisions, died to-
day after a lengthy period of ill
health.

Herbert Charles Onslow Plumer,
first Baron Plumer of Messines
Ridge and of Bilton Yorks was 75
years of age.

He became head of th»
Army in May 1915 and in June 1917
fought and won thz batie o. M
sines with a small loss, although he
took 175,000 prisoners.

In November, 817 w~e was made
commander in «hs=f of the British
Expeditionary Force 10 the Italian
front, retvrning in ihe spring of
1918 to again assuwie leadership of
the Second Arny. .

He wok the Sezond Army through
the closing months of the Great
War and then commanded the
Army of Occupation, including two
Canadians Divisions, across the
Rhine.

In 1919 Field Marshal Plumer be-
came Governor General and Com-
manderin Chief . of Malta, five
years later succeeding Sir Herbert's
Samuel now Home Secretary as
High Commissioner of Palestine,

He left this post and went into
retirement in 1028.
