Affected By
War Upheaval

OTTAWA, Nov. 28—With Can-
ada at war there are some 17,000
ardent “pacifists” in the: northern
regions of the Dominlon com-
pletely aloof from the war effort.
As a matter of fact, the Eskimo

opulation knows nothing about
he war and historically is prob-
ably the world’s most unwarlike
race, according to two outstanding
authorities on those northern peo-

ple,

The Eskimos, say Major D. L.
McKeand, chief of the Dominion
Government's annual eastern Arc-
tic patrol, and Rt Rev. A L
Fleming, Anglican Bishop of
Arctic,- are” survivors of the pa-
trarchal age, and because they
have no tribes, they have no na-
tionalism. .

BEskimo life is based on the fam-
fly unit rather than on the tribal
unit. Eskimos live in small groups,
movine about the vast expanse of
snow, ice and tundra. Their quar-
rels are family disputes rather
than clashes of rivalry between
different tribes or different peo-
ples. An  Eskimo  just doesn't
understand war, and is a pacifist
of temperament and tradition.

The war has little effect on the
Eskimo. His natural habitat is un-
likely to me a battlefield
since Arctic ice floes could defeat
the most powerful navy and Arc-
tic blizzards, the biting cold and
the shifting snow drifts could rou’
an army, There is no forage for

These students who have not been
drafted for army duty—a very small
number—may pursue thelr studies
insofar as, professors are available.
