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QUEER FOOD IN EUROPE.

Black Rubber and $ilk Chopped Up
te Simulate Truffles.

In a report onm the subject of food
adulteration in Europe, Consul General
Guenther at Frankfort makes the fol-
lowing statements:

An article on the adulteration of food
products is going the rounds of che
German press. It is stated, for in-
stance, that an ordinary liver patty Is
made into fine “Strassburger” pate de
foie gras (goose llver patty) by means
of borax or salicylic acid and of finely
chopped 'and cleverly distributed pieces
of black silk, representing truffles.
Cosmos, a German paper, guarantees
the ‘fact taat under the label of
canned lobsters’ the soft parts of the
cuttlefish and crabs are sold. '

In Paris snails are of late very popu-
lar, and the adulterators mix them
with lungs of cattle’and horses. Evea
entirely artificial snails are manufac-
tured. The shells, recoated with fat
and slime, are filled with lung and then
sold as “Burgundy” snails, )

Lovers of fresh rooster combs are im-
posed upon by a substitute cut out of
hogs’ intestines. e
Chopped artificial truffles are made
of black rubber, silk or spftened leath-
er, and even whole trufiles are made
out of roasted potatoes, which are given
a peculiar flavor by adding ether. They
are said to sell well. . ' .
Fish spoiled in spite of ice and borax
is treated with salts of zine, aluminium
and other metals. Rubbing the fish
with vaseline to give it a fresh look
and coloring the gills with fresh blood
or eosin—a coal tar color—is résorted
to. The latter is also used to intensify
the red color of inferior crabs.
Imparting a greenish color to oysters
is another adulteration. An oyster re-
quires about one month in the beds to
acquire the greenish color. As this is
too long a time the dealers help them
along with an artificial color.
The chemists in the Paris municipal
laboratories have shown that tomato

GOING DOWN HILL.

British Government Appeints Commission
to Inquire Into the Alleged Physical
Deterivration of Lower Classes.

The Government has appointed a
Commission to inquire into the - al-
leged physical deterioration of the
lower classes in the United King-
dom. Almeéric W. Fitzroy, clerk of
the Privy Council, is the chairman.
He is assisted by the formet head of
the army gympastic school,” the in-
spector of reformatories, the chief of
the navy recruiting- service, statisti-
cians and others.

The appoiptment — of the Commis-
sion was the outcome of ‘a debate in
the House/of Lords, July 16, during
which Lofd Meath and the Bishop of
Ripon drew attention to the terrible
conditiofis . prevailing among the
poorer classes. The Duke of Devon-
shire, Tord President of the Council,
then "‘endm'i}ted'- that ' Great Britain’s
military and,-industrial putlogk was
serigusly threatened and pro ed an
inquiry inte 'the matter.

The subject ~was ‘also’ prought up
in the  House of Commons by Sir
William * R. Anson, Parligmentary
Secretary ' to the Board of KEduca-
tioft;~4vho declared. 160,000 children
new attending London schools were
physically, unfit for instruction.
