churches in this land which are prac-
tically a source of dissension to the
world / instead of a Christian har-
mony. They are rent and torn into
internal strife. The
Young People’s Society is pulling
against the session; the scssion is
finding fault with the board of trus-
tees; the - Ladics’  Aid Socicty is
sulking because its members do not
like the minister’s wife. Instead of
the Christian pcople of the church
getting together and praying for
cach other and trying to help each
other for the good of the church they
are now magnifying each other’s
faults and minifying each other’'s vir-
tues.

Want of gospel harmony in a
church, although it be composed of
only a long serics of little frictions
and disturbances will after awhile
suck out the life’s blood and kill the
usefulness of a church. Indeed, tha
little church disturbances, like the
little sins of. life, are more to be
dreaded than the great church tor-
nadoes, which may arise and sub-
gide in a day. In church work, the
little frictions, the little bitterness-
es, the little ‘‘fault findings,’”” = like
the fatal leeches of the Teester Val-
ley, can destroy the spiritual life of
any church. Christian friends, as
with Christ when he took his Sa-
maritan journey, pray hard, sacri-
fice, plead, apologize, overlook fanc-
jed insult, do anything and every-
thing in your church family that is
honorable rather than have one pew
unChristianly find fault with anoth-
er pew. A forgiving layman bowing
at the mercy seat is just as essen-
tial for church harmony as a forgiv-
ing minister breaking the bread and
pouring out the wine at the table of
the holy communion.

Lastly I think Christ took this
Samaritan journey to prove that the
shortest way in life’'s work is gener-
ally the best way. This is not abso-
lutely an invariable rule, but it
holds good in nearly cvery case. The
country of Samaria lay directly be-
tween Jerusalem and Galilee. Tt was
as much between these two regions
as the States of Indiana and Ohio
lie in the direct line betwecen - New
York and Chicago. But because the
Jew hated the Samaritan he would
not go through the Samaritan land.
Therefore he made a big detour. In
one sense he made as big a detour
as the traveler coming from New
York to Chicago would make if he
went by the way of Louisville, Ky.,
instead of by the way of Buffalo or
Pittsburg. Christ in journeying to
Galilee simply took the straight
path. He went as a bird would fly
overland. He went to Galilee
through Samaria.

The straight path is nearly always
the right path. When that young
man comes into your store and asks

vacant place for him tell him so. Do
not say to yourself, “Now I do not
want to hurt that young man’s feel-
ings, thercfore I will tell him to
come back next week or next
month.”” Ry such an ansWer you are
doing an injustice to the young man,
and you are doing an injustice to
yourself. The shortest way out of a
difficulty is generally the right way.
Even for a surgeon it is never a
pleasant act to drive a knifec into
the quivering flesh to cut out the
virulent cancer. Neither is it al-
ways a pleasant task to tell a per-
son of his faults. But when that
young girl who is doing wrong comes
to you for advice tell her the truth.
Warn her as you would like some
one to warn your morally endanger-
ed child. The direct way out of a
difficulty is génerally the right way.
So, my brother, when you yourself
have done wrong—wrong to your
fellow men and wrong to God—be
Christian man and straighten out
the wrong and make restitution for
your moral deficiencies.
your sins to God. The shortest way
out of a difficulty is generally the

While the lesson committee seems to
bave had no regard to the sequence or
order of events, there 18 no event in the
life of Qhrist, nor is there any record
in all Scripture, in which we may not
find undreamed of -breadths and lengths
and depths and’ heights of eternal real-
ities for our soul’s nourishment and
growth. After the eyents of the Sab-
bath day lesson which we had two
weeks ago it i8 probable that Jesus
chose the twelve apostles, repeated
part of the sermon on the mount on a
plain, healed the centurion’s servant,
raisel the widow’s son, answered
John’s messengers and was anointed
in Simon the Phanisee’s house.

In the latter chapter the account of
the stilling of the storm is immedlately
preceded by His wonderful words, “My
mother and my brethren are these
which hear the word of God and do it”
(Luke vili, 21), and somewhat similar
are His words in Matt. xii, 50, “Who-
soever shall do the will of My Father
which is in heaven, the same is My
brother and sister and mether.” Let
us yleld fully to the will of God, to do
or to suffer, and enter into the joy of
this marvelous relationship and hear
Him day by day say to us: ‘“Let us
pass over.” ‘“Let us go” (verse 35;
John xiv, 81). He leads; we follow.
He commands; we obey. He works;
we yleld ourselves to Him that He
may work in us and through us all His
good pleasure.

It was evening whea they started to
cross the lake, and He had just finish-
ed speaking many parables and teach-
ipg them many things and was evi-
dently weary in body. That may pos-
sibly be the significance of Mark’s re-
mark, “They took Him even as He
was.” As they sailed He fell asleep,
possibly while communing with His
Father about the events of the day, for
He was truly a man, and the great
storm that suddenly swept down upon
the lake did not awaken Him. There
was nothing in Ilis soul but perfect
peace, and such a mind can sleep quiet-
ly under any circumstances. Even I,
a sinner saved by grace, have proved
it in storms at sea and dangers on
land. He has told us that we shall
meet storms as we journey day by
day, but peace through all is our priv-
flege (John xlv, 1, 27; xvi, 33; Matt.
xxiv, 6). Ofttimes e seems to us te
be indifferent as to what is happening
to us, but He does care always, and
1 Cor. x, 13. stands. and no trial ever
continues longer than is really neces-
sary for His glory and for our highest
good.

As to perishing, it is Impossible for
a vessel to be lost that has Christ in
it. It is impossible for one of His
sheep to perish, end His own word
standseto that effect in John x, 27-29,
and there is nothing in the word that
can possibly contradict those precious
words of His, for all i{s written by the
Holy Spirit, and the Holy Spirit can-
not contradict Himself. Let Phil. i, 6;
II Tim. i, 12, confirm the above pas-
sage, and let I John ii, 19, explain why
some who seem to be His wander
away. As to Heb. vi, 4-6, some one has
{wel] said that each statement there

might have been true of Balaam or

a IJudas Iscariot, who certainly never

" were redeemed.

Calmly our Lord slept through all the
storm, calmly He arose when they
awoke Him and calmly He uttered His
_mighty “Peace, be still!” and there was
a great calm. The first Adam was
given dominion over all things, but he
soon lost it. In the last Adam all shall
be fully restored, and this is but a
sample of the dominion that shall be
ours with Him over all things, and
even over death itself (I Cor. xv, 24-28;
Rev. v, 9, 10). One has said that the
destructive powers of creation’ are, be-
_cause of man's sin, in the service of
evil spirits, but our Lord has all power
ifn heaven and on earth. He Is the
Prince of Peace, He Is the Peace of
God, and where He rules there will al-
ways be a great calm (Col. iii, 16; Isa.
ix, 6, 7; xxxii, 1, 17). Why troubled?
Why fearful? Why weeping? Why so
little faith? (Verse 40; Matt. viii, 26;
Luke xxiv, 88; John xx, 13)
| These are the questions He asks of

His disciples, and they are very perti-

nent questions always, and perhaps

for you just now. The answers might
be various, such as: Lord, I can't see
that Thou lovest me when things are
as they are with me. I can’t scem to
feel thy presence, Lord. I have prayed
earnestly, and there scems to be no
answer. My enemies threaten me, my

friends fail me, my health is gone, I

have no assurance of salvation, etc.
. Whatever the cause of unrest, you see
it is all I, my, me, Belf occupation or
seeing the waves and the storm.
