It is exactly
four-thousandths of an inch in diam
eter, and over 50,000 could be packed
into a lady's thimble with ease. Count-
ing these screws is never attempted, ot
course, but 100 are weighed on a deli
cate steelyard, and the total number of
an output is arrived at by comparing
the gross weight with the weight of
these, Such tiny screws can only be
made in large numbers by machinery
and the operation attending their man-
ufacture is one of the most delicate
things in watchmaking.” — St. Louis
Globe-Democrat. .
