- InTU. 8. Available
To Canadians

WASHINGTON,: Feb. 28, —Air
mail routes in the United States
have been made available to Cana-
dians, for an extra tem cents per
ounce letters from Canada will be
carried by the coast to coast air|
mails operated under contract with
the United States government.

Letters posted in Montreal, Ot-
tawa district in the afternoon leave
New York at 11 a. m. next day and
reach San Francisco at 4.30 p. m.
the following day. Letters posted
in the Toronto district.are picked
up by the same mail.
Letters destined to British Col-
umbia are carried to Elko, Nevada
by air, transferred to a Seattle
train and from there transferred to
Vancouver or Victoria. A net sav-
ing in time of at least a day is sure
in the latter case. Letters to
United States points on the Paci-
fic' Coast are delivered at least a
couple days earlier on the average.
The air mails are said to be work-
ing close to schedule now in the
United States with few delays.
The extra ten cents for air mail
routes must be prepaid from Can-
ada in United States postage
stamps, The same letters posted
in the United States are carried
at ten cents flat without the extra
two cents ordinary postage.
