EXPANSIONIN

EXPORT TRADE

OTTAWA, Nov. 6—(CP) — Can-
ada's export -trade is running at
levels unequalled since 1920 and
steadily increasing according to the
latest figures compiled by the De-
partment of National Revenue.

For the first six months of the
present fiscal year, April 1 to Sept.
30, exports of Canadian produce
totalled $485,777,313, the highest
figure recorded for the same per-
iod since 1929 and not far short of
double the volume of exports in the
same period of 1932, the low mark
of the depression.

On the heels of this tabulation
comes an unofficial estimate of
exports for the month of October
ab $111,000,000. If they continue
at this rate for the balance of the
fiscal year and imports run in pro-
portion, as figures indicate, Can-
ada’s tota] trade for the present
fiscal year will top the $2,000,000,~
000 mark for the first time since
the year 1929-30. That year was
