Mr. Duffy also made the statement that as the
farmers were already running things here there was
‘no need of the United Farmers movement. In thi¢
‘many will agree with him. Just why farmers among
whom there are many nien capable of representing
constituencies either Frovineial or Federal should
want to send to the city for lawyers or merchants to
represent them, has never been clearly explained;
nor has it been explained how a “United”’ movement
could differ essentially from present conditions.

. Tt is quite true that there are two representa-
tives of the city of Charlottetown, but they are by
no means the whole thing. Possibly Mr. Duffy may
have been harking back to that well-remembered
meeting in Charlottetown at which he and his city
confrere explained to indignant citizens that their
taxes were nothing to what they were going to levy
on the farmers. It is not so clear that the farmers
were ‘“‘running Prince Edward Island’’ when the tax
hill went through; although what Mr. Duffy probab-

THE EXPLANATION OF EXCHANGE

The Canadian Grocer in a recent issue gives
the following lucid and intelligible explanation of
the fluctuation of exchange :—

“Perhaps we shall be able to understand the
causes for an exchange rate better than in any other
way if we place ourselves, for the time being, in the
position of the exchange broker or bank.

Let us suppose we are in business as exchange
brokers; United States merchants come to us for
Canadian money and Canadians come to us for Unit
ed States money. As long as the demand from each
side 1s about equal we need only make an infinitesi
mal charge, a small fraction of one per cent being
sufficient to remunerate us. But let us suppose that
we have a very large demand for United States mon

i ey and practically no demand for Canadian money.
[Qur capital is soon turned entirvely into Canadian
money for which we have no use. It is lying idle,
bringing in no return. We try to dispose of it to other

wi | brokers and bankers, but we find they are in the
M ' same position as ourselves, all loaded up with Canad

ian money. What can we do? We must dispose of
it in some way and chtain United States currency,
in order to carry on our business. The only thing we
can do is to go to our financial friends and investors
whom we know and induce them to take it fromus by
offering it to them at a discount, This discount of
5, 10 or 15 per cent., or whatever we may offer, in-
duces them to take it from us for investment in
Canadian securities. This is the only purpose to which
they can put it, otherwise they would have to hold
it and it would be bringing them in no return. As
,our receipts of Canadian money continue we have to
offer them still greater inducements to relieve us of
it.  Naturvally ~we cannot suffer the loss
of this discount ourselves, and

§ we have to charge it to all clients
coming to us with Canadian money to change. Thus
as the discount we have to allow increases so the
rate of exchange increascs, and as long as our clients
bring us Canadian ‘mbney and there is no counter-
balancing demand for it we are obliged to exact a
high premium from all who require American money.
in exchange for it.

“Tt will thus be seen that it is really.the Canad-
ian merchant himself who causes the rise in the ex-
change rate, because he is willing to pay the discount
rather than do without American goods.
