Thinks Critics
Too Provineial

MONTREBAL, Dec. 17—(C.P)—
The word “Canadian” in promoting
literature is emphaszed to much‘
according to Rev. Dr. Lloyd C.
Douglas, who addressed a literary
soclety here on “The Trade of Writ-
ing.” Dr. Douglas, who is an author
o note, came to this city a few
years ago from California to become
minister of St. James United
Church. :

“I think Canad'an writers; book-
sellers, reviewers and critics are all
too self-conscious about Canada,”
Dr. Douglas declared. “They have
become too much pre-occupied with
Canadian literature that way. What
you need is to stimulate the read-
ing of good things regardless of
who wrote them or where he wrote
them.

CHICAGO, Dec. 17—Chicago’s no-
torlous west s'de ‘42" gang takes
youngsters out of kindergarten and
first grade .and apprentices them
to a life of crime, Captain Philip
Parodi of the Maxwell street police
district charged today. £

Parodi, whose district  mbraces
thé “valley” where the youthful
band of crmnals has grown up,
explained that most of the original
gang members were dead or in
prison,

“The gang is the terror of this
section of the city,” said Parodi.
“It may sound silly but I know it
to be true that boys are/recruited
when they are 6 and 7 years old.
Older boys teach the youngsvers
now ‘to open automobile doors with'
ske'eton keys. An elder boy stands
nearby and when the door !s open,
he enters the car and drives it
away.

“When the stolen car is sold or
stripped, . the kindergartner gets 25
cents or 50 cents as h's share of the
loot.”

Parodi declared the children were
trained to live as criminals, |

“The first lesson is to hate the
police,” sald Parodl. “The c¢h 1d
learns to keep his mouth shut, From
the t'me he steals his first car until
he is shot or goes to prison he will
not talk to the police.”
