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Home Market Still

lmportant

Agriculture Minister Gardiner, in addressing
the national poultry conference at Ottawa last
week, stated that our farmers after the war must
-look to overseas markets to take their surplus
products. The only alternative, he said, would
be the. adoption of a large-scale immigration
poli e seemed to think the latter was im-
practical, and that only by eXporling overseas
mdefinitely could we aiford to maintain our
ercase of over 4o per cent in farm production
sinee the war,

Mr. Gardiner did not mention the  United
States as a post-war market for our surplus
farm products.  Our American neighbors, he
knows, are also producing more food than ever
before: they too will be looking for markets
after the war. Tarm production in Britain
Las also been tremendously increased. But what
about liurope? s he right in assuming that
we can safcly depend on a big post-war market
there ?

This raises a very lmportant question. Tt
was dealt with auite recently by the Western
Producer, a paper published in Mr, Gardiner's
own province of Saskatchewan.  And the con-
clusion reached therein is diametrically opposed
to that expressed by the Iederal Minister ot
Agticultire.

The Producer cites Mr. L. B. Pearson as its
authority.  Mr. Pearson is counsellor to the
Canadian  LEmbassy in Washington and Can-
ada’s delegate to the recent United Nations e
lief and Rehabilitation Association Conf
in Atlantic City. Ile should known what .
talking ahout: and he is quoted as having si:.
at Ottawa recently that Canada “should not rely
upon Europe for more than possibly a brief post
war market for foodstuffs.” Information
reaching the UNRRA Conference, he- disclos-
ed, had been that Europe at present is produc-
ing more food than Dbefore the war, most of
which, of course, now goes to the German mil-
ttary machive. 1f a German collapse shonld
come suddenly, without giving the Nazis the
opportunity of laying waste occupicd territories,
the agricultural machine would be in immediate
and largely unimpaired production.  Of live-
stock Mi. DPearson stated that while there had
been a large reduction in their numbers carlv
in the German occupatign, even this trend now
was changing. Latest reports from Denmark
were to the effect that the hog population there
was on the increase.

The Saskatchewan farm paper thus sums
up its conclusions drawn from Mr. Pearson's
statements:

“These are all facts which those interested in
Canadian agriculture would be {oolish to ignorz.
Thev are one more straw in the wind, pointing
to the inescapable conglusion that those who
hase their hopes on a large and growing “for-
eign trade” to establish and maintain Canadian
prosperity after the war arc living in a fools'
paradise,

“All the known facts today tend to confirm
the conclusion that the greatest and certainly the
most reliable market for Canadian products af-
ter the war will be right here in Canada amongst
our own people.  Our most pressing need is the
establishment of a technique for mass consump-
t:on at home,

“Howe do not dothis, if our leaders remain
obsessed with the fear of abundant production,
relving on international trade and world
itv to produce “prosperity” we shall inevitah %
be driven back to the conditions of the thirties
or wors aditions which will at no_price be
again te ed.”

tothing to do for it, Or he may be made a
postmaster, a registrar, or get any one of a
multitude of political appointments with large
calaries and little work.

All these honors are granted for political ser-
yic':, at which the soul of the Prime Minister
Is supposted to revolt, and not for service to
mankind, It is astonishing what a political
leader will do when it comes to rewarding his
tollowers. Even $4.000 a year for life is a
more useful and nractical reward for political
services than a knighthood which does nothing
to bring in “the dough.”
