TORONTO, April 6 —(CP)
Nick Metz, 33-year-old Saskatch-
ewan wheat farmer, led Toronto
Maple Leafs to a 6-1 conquest of
Detroit Red Wings before 13,895
fans last night to put Toronto in-
1o the Stanléy Cup final against
- Montreal Canadiens for the first
all-Canadian final in 12 years.

Metz scored two goals, assisted
on two others, and generally pro-
vided . the spark which eanabled
Leafs to eliminate Red Wings in
the best-of-seven semi-final, four
games to one. Canadiens won the

other semi-final from Boston
by e similar margin.
Clarence  Campbell, National

Hockey League presidemt, announ-
ced today the serles will open in
Montreal next Tuesday and Thurs-
day. The teams return to Toronto
for games April 12 and 15 and if
extra games are necessary, they
will be played in Montreal, April
17, Toronto, April 19, and Mon-
trec], April 22. The cpening dates
differed from those agreed upon
immediately after Saturday's con-
test when coach Dick Irvin of Can-
adiens sald the series would open
in Montreal next Thursday.

The Jast time two Canadian teams
met for the trophy which TLord
Stanley, later 4he Earl of Derby,
donated as Governor-General of
Canada in 1893, was in 1035 when
Montreal Maroons defeated Leafs
three straight in a hbest-of-five
series.

Broda, with more fat to absorb
slaps, didn't receive as many but
players shouted at him from all
corners and Manager Conn
Smythe said that “when we play-
ed llke amateurs a couple of
times and opened up, it was
Broda who saved the day.”

There wasn't much sign of the
“blues” across the hall in the
Detroit room, because as carly as
the three-quarter mark of the
tinst perfod the Wings realized
their chances in the fifth game
of the best-of-seven series were
“shot” when goalle Ralgh (Red)
