of the human race,” he declared.
“This prosipect is one to terrify
the stoutest heart.”

" ‘Bemoaning ‘the fact that British
youth no longer favors a military
oareer, Duff Cooper said it would
require 10 years at the present rate
of enlistment to bring the British
srmy to its full strength.

OTTAWA, Oct. .6—(C.P.)—Possi-
bility of Manitoba working ' out a
scheme for debt reductions in its
drought-stricken areas, similar to
that announced for Saskatchewan
recently, was indicated by Hon. J.

Mr. Gardiner said the Federal
Government could not refuse to
treat the other drought-stricken
provinces, Manitoba and Alberta, in
the sume way as Saskatchewan.
Premier John Bracken of Manitoba
had indicated he might present a
scheme but -Mr. Gardiner had not
seen Premier William Aberhart of
Alberta and none of the other Al-
berta ministers had mentioned it.

The minister was unable to say
what the Saskatchewan debt slash
would cost the Federal Government
bus said that on seed grain account
debts totalling $6,990,000 due the
Deminion would be wiped out.
