In McDougall Case

A coroner’s jury last night found
thst Prancis McDougall, 10, came
to his death Sunday, June 20, 1948
from a fractured skull caused by
having his' bicycle run into a car
driven by Hubert Roberts, Ohar-
Jottetown, on the Pleasant Grove
Road, and that no blame was at-
itached to the driver. .

The: inquest, held in the Council
Ohambers, was presided over by
Dr. G. L. Smith, The jury com-
prised Byron Brown (foreman),
Robert Dalzlel, Samuel Kennedy,
Jr, W. M. Hughes, Judson Mac~
Fachern, Ernest Lord, and Thomas
White. ‘

The witnesses wers Dr. T. L.
Farmer, Ost. A. W. Green, RC.M.
P, Cecil Roberts, Stella McDonald,
Melyln McCormack; and Orville
Robbrts.

Dr. Farmer sald he saw Francis
McDougall at the Clty Hospital at
2 o'clock, Sundsy afternoon, June
20. The boy was dead. There was
a fracture at the base of the skull
which had caused death.

Orville Roberts; 15, said he saw
Francis McDougs!l going out Ern-
est Clow’s yard on a bicycle to the
main road. Saw him hit the car,

Cst. A.W. Green, said the marks
on the car showed the bicycle had
,striick the car. There was poor
viston at that point for a car by
reason. of s0 many trees. The
brakes on the car were good. Wit-
ness had seen Roberts after the
acident and he was sober but dfs-
tressed which, witness said, was
natural under the circumstances.

The remeining witnesses sald
the car was travelling between 30
and 35 miles an hour and that the
boy had come out of the yard on
to the road at a good rate of speed
and had struck the car.

Strong Market For
Poultry In The U. S.

The market in the United States
for live and dressed poultry is frm
and the demand strong and will
likely remain this way for some
time, Mr. F. M. Nash, senior poul-
try produots ingpector said yester-
day in.a Dominion Department of
Agriculture egs and poultry mar-
ket refort. Truck loads of fowl
continue to move from Prince Ed-
ward Island to market and truck-
lot dealers are paying producers
twenty-three cents per lb. for fowl
five pounds and over, delivered to
assembling of truck loading points.
Thore desiring to market poultry
in this manner shouid watch the
local press for Information.

Egg Receipts Down

Egg receipts as reported by op-
erators of registered egg grading
stations are down from last week.
The quality is remarkably good for
the season of year but there should
be no let up on the feeding of the
flock and the care of the product,
if the production of Grade A eggs
is to remain at present levels.

In aocordance with the recent
announcement by the Special Pro-
ducts Board that egg prices would

advance five cents per dozen on
Grade A eggs as of July lst, local
dealers hayve.now advanced their
prices effective June 25th by this
amount and are now quoting for
ungraded eggs delivered: A Large
421, A Mediwhn 40%, and quoting
operators of grading stations for
the graded pack f.ob. station: A
Large 47%, A Medium 45%%.

It should be borne in mind that
only eggs purchased from produc-
ers after June 24th or eggs which
the producer received the increas-
ed price will be pald for at this
new rate. Dealers will be re-
quired to sign an affidavit before
receiving the increased price that
the eggs were purchased after the
above date. s
