,duce. What has the Government
been doing to aid our farmers in this
matter? A great many people claim
we could get along without a De-
partment of Agriculture because
they feel that the department has
not been functioning in the inter-
ests of the Province. It was all very
well for a Minister to get up and
tell us that hog prices have improv-
ed. This was due to a scarcity of
hogs and not to the Department.
Mr. Campbell said he had atten-
ded some of the farmers’ meetings,
and had heard accusations being
made. The potato growers claim
that they would have received bet-
ter prices if it was not for the “but-
ting in” of some of the dealers.
There has been a Commission ap-
pointed by the Federal Government
to inquire into the difference mn,
prices. What steps have the local
Government taken to see that our
potato marketing situation is inquir-
ed into? We have cattle clubs and
other organizations, but the inter-
ests of the common farmer will nev-
er prosper until the manketing ques-
tion has been solved. The farmers
cannot. be expected to be patriotic
to any organization if they are not
recelving a living wage for their
products. He had heard it reported
that in the potato industry, price
cutting by unscrupulous dealers had
practically ruined. the assoclation.
Mr. J. Howard MacDonald: “Is
that true?”
Mr. Campbell: “That is the re-
port”” He maintained it was diffi-
cult to get information. This Gov-
ernment should have appointed a
certain committee to make invest-
igation in the interests of the farm-
ers.
