The time measured by the sun's
revolution in the ecliptic from any
equinox or solastice to the same
again contains 365 days, 5 hours,
48 minutes and 57 seconds. 'This
is called the solar year, and is
the only natural or proper year,
because it always keeps the same
seasons to the same months. Now
the civil or common year con-
sists of only 365 days, therefore
we should lose 5 hows, 48 min-
utes, and 57 seconds; but a day
being added every fourth year,
brings the solar or civil years very
nearty equal. This is called the
Julian year, on account of Julius
Ceasar, who appointed the inter-
calary day, thinking thereby to
make the civil and solar years to
keep together; and this day be-
ing auded to the 23rd of tebru-
ary, which in the Roman calen-
aar was sixth of the Calends of
March, the sixth day was twice
reckoned, and called Bissextile
Dies, and thence comes the name
Bissextile for leap year, But in
our almanacs this day is added
at the end of February,
