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Parachute Padres

‘The British Army Chaplains attached to

ratroop units have dropped with their men
into battle behind the lines in Normandy, North
Africa, Italy, Burma and wherever airborne
troops have seen action, says IVeckly War Notes.

Like the paratroopers themselves, parachute
padres are 100 per cent volanteers, and they go
through the same toughening traiging, wear the
same uniform—Dbattle dress, anklets, tinhat and
the distinctive long parachute blouse. The only
difference is the ceclesiastical “dog-collar” and
their lack of arms.

They share completely the lives of the para-
treopers, amd the men have accepted them like
brothers-in-arms. To quote one of these padres:
“We do not have to hurl ous religion at the men.
It is enough that they look ar us and say to them-
selves, ‘\Well, at least here’s a bloke who doesn't
have to do it".”
