Austin played the best tennis of
his career to beat Donald Budge of
California in four sets and avenge
the defeat the American youngster
inflicted upon him in the quarter-
finals of the All-England chgm~
pionships. Then, in a match char-
acterized by complete good-humor,
Perry downed Wilmer Allison of
Texas, also in four sets, and Great
Britain had chalked up her third
annual victory in the world’s tennis
classic.

CAPT. SMITH
WINS COVETED
RIFLE PRIZE
