Any change resulting from redistribution will
not alfect this Province except relatively, Our
Senate representation of four members is fix-
ed by statute, and 1t is also provided (thanks
to the efiorts of the Mathieson Government
in 1913) that our representatives in the Com-
mons shall not fall below that number. This
provision saved us from losing one and possibly
two members during the years of stcady exodus
of our pepulation,

The basis of representation in the Lower
House is the Province of Quebee, which has a
fixed number of sixty-five members, each of
the other provinces being assigned “such a num-
ber of members as will bear the same propor-
tion to the number of its population (ascertain-
' ed at each dicennial census) as the number sixty-
five bears to the number of the population of
Quehee.”

When we entered Confederation in 1873 we
had six members, Nova Scotia 21, New Bruns-
wick 19, Ontario 88, Manitoba 4 and British
Columbia 6. Under the last Representation Act
of 1033 the distribution by Provinces was as
follows: Prince Edward Island, 4; Nova Scotia

“1 first hieard of it while T was in Vichy —
from a Laval partisan who did not conceal his
delight in pointing out, that Canada has rushed
to the protection of a neutral power and that
her doing so was a straw showing which way
the wind was blowing, telling how the great
days of the British Empire were over and the
children were going their. own road.

"Here in Canada, I think it served to drug
many people’s minds back into the somnolent
condition from which they <had been rudely
awakened by the defeat of France. It soothed
nerves which had been somewhat jangled and
it served to placate a public which had become
uncasy and to give it a false sense of security
with a consequent slowing up of the whole war
movement, It served to dull the edge of Can-
ada’s reputation and to cause that lack of ap-
preciation of her part in the war about which
there has heen so much complaint, It rather
helped than hurt the American isolationists,

serving to strengthen the feeling that America
would not have to fight, that all she needed to
do was to exist and to spread her protective
mantle over those who felt themselves in dan-
ger.”

Lord Byron, English poet, born this date,
1788; his mother was Catherine Gordon of
Gight; on his father's death, he lived with her
in Aberdeen till he went to Harrow then to
Cambridge; fell in love with Mary Chatworth
but was rejected by her, a disappointment that
had some bearing on his subsequent life; he
toured Europe, including Spain, Portugal,Greece
and the Aegean Sea Islands; on returnto London
he married an heiress, Miss Milbanke, and after
their daughter was born they separated, he set-
tling in Geneva where he wrote his master-piece,
“Child Harold”; later became joint editor with
Leigh Hunt of “The Liberal” which, however,
was a failure; after his friend, Shelley’s death
he raised money to help the Greek insur-
rectionists and sailed to Missolonghi where he
died April 19, 1824; his earlier poems are garish
and insincere but his later poems show much
sympathy with the stormy side of nature, and
great powers of wit and satire:

You had better have your grocery bill paid up
by the end of next month or your credit will he
gone. Prices Board officials of the consumer
credit division have clarified the new consumer
credit order, effective Feb, 1, as it applies to
food particularly, The order-in-general con-
solidates previous orders and, tightening re-
strictions on credit purchases, extends the pro-
visions of the consumer credit policy to include
practically all forms of credit sales, ~Previous to
this order, payments in connection with faod
came under no government regulations (the
grocer extending credit as long as he wished.)
At the request of grocers across Canada, Price
Board officials said food, along with other com-
modities now come under the credit policy. Food
still can he purchased on charge accounts but
these now are due and payable the 25th day
of the month following the month of purchase.
No days of grace are permitted. Two excep-
tions are made: A necessity clause in the new
order permits sale of food under exceptional
circumstances should the buyer's account be in
default. Farmers under the old order were al-
lowed scasonal accounts under which they were
entitled to purchase goods (other than passen-

Is the Eiffel Tower about to fall
into the hands of German Wreckers?

Built
for the Paris Exposition in 1889, the
Eiffel Tower has been dalled “an
upended bridge that went nowhere
except into the heart of bourgeois
France " Alexandre Gustave Eiffel
himself once admitted: “I know
it is atrocious, but there it is, and
there is stays.” And so all 984 feet
of the Riffel Tower stayed —its
massive toes dug deep below the
bed of the Seine and its head lifted
serenely into the Paris haze.
