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Tokyo Now is City of
Wooden Shacks

TOKYO, Jan. 24 — Tokyo has
“een rebuilt. £

It isn’t the ““new Tokyo’ that the
politicians promised the people,
and the present prospect s un-
‘avorable to a realization, ever, of
that promise.

For the politicians are simply
talking and squabbling, leaving
the government impotent — with
plenty of plans for reconstruction,
but nothing agreed upon; and with
10 ‘money for the job.

Meanwhile the people have just
simply gone ahead and built their
‘new Tokyo” themselves. It is
here, It's a city of raw, wooden
shacks with tin roofs, to be sure.
[t sprawls in mud, and it i3 without
anything remdqtely ‘approachiing
adequate transportation facilities,

But it has been done within a
‘'ew months by individual effort—
while the politicianga have talked,
wd are still talking about what
the government is going to do.

The probabilities .are that the
“new Tokyo' that exists today, the
city of .tin-roofed shacks surround-
ing the few undestroyed big office
buildings, will be . the only “new
Tokyo” for a long time to come, for
the simple reason that the political
squabbles over plans, details and
budgets for reconstruction bid fair
to continue indefinitely. And al-
most every day the tentative es-
timates of the government’s ex-
penditure for reconstruction are
trimmed more and more.

The entire reconstruction mud-

dle has become the most bitter
question in Japanese politics. 'The
people of Tokyo and Yokohama
{grumble fierce complaints that the
government has done nothing. The
taxpayers of the provinces, already
overburdened, psay Tokyo and
Yokohama want too much.
| The cabinet points out that the
Diet has passed no appropriations
for reconstruction, that the Diet
threatens to abolish the entire To
kyo reconstruction bhoard and’ to
reduce still more sharply the al-
ready greatly reduced proposed re-
construction budget. The Diet re-
plies that the cabinet and recon-
struction board talk too much and
do too little; that they want more
money than is necessary.
The Seiyukai, or majority politi-
cal party, which controls the housa
of representatives, seems deter-
mined to whittle the reconstruc-
tion ruthlessly, and to repudiate
the reconstruction board. The Sely:
ukai does this, primarily, in order
to appeal to rural votes and voters
In other cities who think Tokyo
and Yokohama want too much.
