BANKS AND FOXES

Toronto Saturday Night, notorioug
for its ‘‘knocking’’ propensities, in a
recent issue alleges that it had an
interview with an ‘‘officer’’ of the
head office of the Canadian Bank of
Jommerce gnd that that ‘‘officer'’
said the Bank’s policy with regard
to the Fox Industry was the same
as that of Saturday Night. The
‘‘officer’’ is also credited with mak-
ing  other  disparaging remarks,
|about the fox industry. Ngo infor-
mation is given that would lead us
to identify the ‘‘officer’’,—nrark not
official—and we are left to the sur-
mise that as it could not have been
the {President who is em official it may
have been the nameless ‘‘officer’” who
promenades the outer office in all
the glory of a brass-buttoned blue
uniform.

the Senate a few days ago on the
superannuation of Judges of the Sup-
erior Court.

Senator I'ower °of Halifax opened
the discussicn by directing attention
to what_he called ““the unsatisfac-
tory conditions of the law’’ respecting
the subdect in question. He defined
the ““‘unsatisfactory  conditions’’ as
followe: ;

‘‘If'or g good ' meany years it has
been felt that the administration of
justice in Canada suffered because a
numder of judges continved on tha
Bench after they had ceased to  be

for the salaries they received. There
were judges  who' were deaf; ' there
were judges who were blind; and
there ‘were judges who were afflicted
with senile debility; yet they re-
there
was no way of getting them off the
yBench,’

And the only  way that presented
itself to this astute-semator for rid-
ding the administration of justice of
such an incubus was to pension them
In the lower levels of life, where
men and women, who are mot judges,
live and move and have their being,
and who provide a living for thems.
selves and ther families on much
lower salaries tham judges receive, a
much cheaper riddance is awailable.
When they becom: deaf and blind and
afflicted with senile decay they = are
taken off the ‘*bench’” “at which they
labored before they were overtaken
by their affiction, and gently laid
uPon ‘what in vulgar parlance is call-
If, during their time
of useful service, they were foresight-
ed enough eo provide soms> upholster-
ing for the ‘‘shelf'’ theay pass their
remaining days in comparative com-
fort, without' any assistance from
outside sources, If this precaution—
has been mneglected or has met 'with
misfortune, their children, who by
this time are grown up, willingly
provide for them. This failing re-
sort. must, perforce, be had to out-
side assistance, usually - the state,
which has made’ generous provision
for such. :

Sconator Power explained that pre-
vious to 1903, judges who had been

With much that has been said by
Mr. Bennett and Mr. Nickle in  the
Canadian Northern Railway ‘delate
The Toronto News is in hearty agree-
ment.
