—BURNS ANNIVERSARY—"Scot-
land’s Dearest, and the world's great-
est lyric poet,” was the classification
of the great Robble Burns by Rev.
Dr. Ashdown, temporary pastor of
the Presbyterian Church at Kensing-
ton, at the one hundred and seventy-
second anniversary of the birth of
the immertal bard. The entertain-
ment and lecture was given in King
George before a deeply attentive
audience.* The'leagned lecturer div-
ided his discourse into four parts,
Interspersed with vocal and instru-
mental Scottish selections by local
young ladies. The speaker disclaim-
ed, in a very impressive manner, the
populnr fancy thut Burns was un-

ted,—he ded that al-
though Burns had no amount of
technical education, that in the
