“I cannot see much chance for any
importation of potatoes from your
prcvince as there ave more potatoes
in this country than will evar be uged.
We are buying wiite potatoes in
Maine at the present time at from 15
to 17 cents per bushel and are having
hard work to sells them to get our
money back even at that price. There
is more than 60 per cent. of last year’s
crop still left on the farmers’ hands
and we can see nothing but a bad
market for the balance of the season.”

Our farmers, as The Guardian has
repeatedly pointed out, must depend
upon other than United States mar-
kets for their potatoes.
