Our despatch tells that every ship
was destroyed, and the work seems
to have been accomplished as swiftly
and effectually as that accomplished
by Commodore Dewey at Manila  two
months before.

Cervera's fleet contained with one
exception the finest ships in the Span-
ish navy. They were among the
swiftest fighting ships afloat, well
armored in steel and carrying heavy
guns. They had cost Spain over fif-
teen millions of dollars.

Sampson’s achievement may be
said to have eclipsed even the bril-
liant exploit of Dewey. He has
made a great name for himself and
the news of his victory added fresh
glory to the national Independence
Day. Spain has now lost two Jeets,
and has but a fraction left of the
formidable navy with which a few
months ago she thought to threaten
the United States coast. She may
still fight on as Sagasta says, but it
will only be to sustain fresh defeats.
