Some German militarists
blame Clausewitz’ teachings for the failure of
the German plans in the last war, but his dis-
ciples attribute the failure in the present one to
their neglect.

Parliament Too ‘Sissy’?

- Apropos the suspension from the House of
Commons of Dr. Herbert Bruce for denounc-
ing the Government’s family allowances bill as
2 “bribe”, the Toronto Globe and Mail wonders
whether the present Parliament isn't being dom-
inated by “panty-waists" in fear of strong words.
It recalls that Alexander MacKenzie called the
Macdonald Government an “‘organized hypoc-
tisy” without a suspension penalty; and that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier described Sir Hibbert Tup-
per's charges against Major \Walsh as “con-
teived in absolute and wanton malice”, and an
aspect of the Borden Government's naval policy
8 “‘a soandalous and immoral violation of the
fundamental rules of British parliamentary gov-
ernment” without the Speaker's reprimand.

The Globe and Mail could have gone fur-
ther, suggests the Ottaza Jeurnal. Tt could have
looked up some of Mr. Mackenzie King's char-
acterizations eof Mr. Meighen's “shadow” Gov-
ernment, and would have found rich evidence
for its case in some of Mr. Meighen's speeches.
There was the turbulent night, for example,
when Meighen told Mr. Bennett that he was
the “‘gramophone of MacKenzie and Mann.”

TFhe Globe and Muil could have gone, too, to
the Mother of Parliaments; back to the days of
Fox. Pitt, Burke and Sheridan, and down
threugh the era of O'Connell and Disraeli on
through to the days of Chamberlain and Lloyd
George. It might have recalled Grattan's fam-
ous philippic against Flood: “Sir, I say it to
your beard, you are not an honest man.” Tt
might have rscalled O'Connell’s description of
Peel: “He has a smile like the gleam of a silver

plate on a coffin.” It might have pointed to
Disraeli's characterization of Gladstone:
“A  sophisticated rhetorician, inebriated

with the exuberance of his own verbosity,
and gifted with an egotistical imagination
that can at all times command an intermin-
able and inconsistent series of arguments to
malign an oppcnent and glorify himself.”

It might have recalled, too, Lloyd George's
searing remark to Joe Chamberlain: “While the
empire expands the Chamberlain's contract”, or
T. P. O'Connor's “Judas”. hurled at the same
Joe; or Chamberlain's own retort to John Dil-
fon: “the honorable gentleman is a good judge
of treason”: or Justin McCarthy telling John
Bright that “his generous impulses of youth
have been succeeded hy a mean old age.”

They have never been afraid of strong words
in the Mother of Parliamerits, Perhaps it is be-
cause thev have realized that anger is among
the cleanest of passions. and that indignation,
even if‘cxprcs\'cd in hard or perhaps cruel ]gllglx-
age, at least indicates (Ie.\'otion to a conviction
—which is not a bad thing.

Courtesy, what is called the “amenities of
debate,” is desirable. But when it is carried
to the point of falsitv, becomes a veneer, or
something to raise hypocr to the ]e\'tlel of a
arinciple, it can become a dangerous thing.

Clausewitz

Tt is hardly possible to read a military com-
oentary without sooner or later coming across
the name of Clausewitz. Who was this fellow ?
He was a Prussian general and military writer,
born near Mudgeburg in 1780, whose family,
originally Polish, settled in Germany at the end
of the previous century. He entered the Army
in 1792, and saw his first active service in the
1793-4 Rhine campaigns, receiving his com-
mission at the siege of Mainz. In 1801 he was
admitted to the Berlin academy for young of-
ficers, then directed by Scharnhorst, after whom
the modern German battleship was named. On
the latter’s strong recommendation he was made
Adjutant to Prince August, serving in that cap-
acity at Jena, in 1806, and being captured hy
the French along with the Prince, In 1810 he
married Countess Marie von Bruhl,

On the outbreak of the Russian war in
1812, Clausewitz, like many other Prussian of-.
ficers, took service with his country’s nominal
enemy, and he negotiated the Tauroggen Peace
and later superintended the formation of the
Landwehr of East Prussia. He was Chief of

r. ‘Jones first entered the pol-
itical field in the provincial gen-
eral el n of 1925, and won his
seat by a comfortable margin., He
"f re-elected in 1039 - and was
called upon to assume the Premier-
ship in the Spring of 1943 when
the then Premier Thane A. Camp-
bell resigned to become Chief Jus-
tice of the Province. The Jones
Government was returned to pow-
er in the September election of that
ye;atré winning twenty of the thirty
seats.

“What in your opinion are the
most vital problems facing Prince
Edward Island at the present
time?” The Monetary Times asked.
“The precariousness of the Bor-

“Which of these do you consider
the most urgent?”

“In 1943, 1944 and 1945 the im-
mediate problem is transportation
by water to the mainland. The
chief drawback is the car ferry c¢n
the Borden - Tormentine route
where only one boat, which is
hardly adequate, operates. The
other larger car ferry was sunk|
in the Atlantic and will not be re-
placed before the autumn of 1945,
The ferry for trucks and auto-i
mobiles overating at Wood Islands
to Caribou, N.S. is also very in-
adequate especially for trucks. It
is expected, however, that improve-
ments to conform at least to the
carriers contract will take placq
soon.
