Canadian airmen were in
the vanguard of the Empire’s air
fighters. Canada’s ships fought be-
side the Royal Navy.

In Egypt as tne year passed Au-

.stralians and New Zealanders vied

with the traditions of the Anzacs
of the last <war. South Africans
were poised in East Africa ready
for the word to march into Ethiop-
{a. Newfoundland's men = manned
ships and guns on land and sea.

As summer blossomed, Republican
France, champion of .the freedom
of the individual, was driven to her
knees under the weight of the
German armored divisions and by
the fury of the German air power.
The Netherlands, land of honest
toil and industry, and unhappy
Belgium were quickly overpowered.
To the over-running of Poland,
Czecno-Slovakia and Austria in
previous years were added the
peaceful lands of Denmark and
Norway. In the Balkans, Rumania
was thrown into anarchy by Nazi
fntrigue and German forces estab-
lished themselves on the shores of
the Black ®ea.

Ramparts of Britain

Alone in western Europe stood
Greal Britain, behind her the zen-
turies of orderly government that
engendered the British race of free
men, The virility of her arms dem-
onstrated anew in the heroic re-
treat on Dunkerque, the island king-
dem braced herself for Hitler's
worst—the threat that Teutoniz
hordes would violate her shorés as
the Normans 900 years ago.

The Naz| boast that Britain's fate
weuld be sealed in a matter of
weeks after the canitulation of
France failed of fulfilment. Afte:r
the great air battles of the late
summer and autumm, when day af-
ter day whole squadrons of Ger-

ricanes of the R. A. F, the Nazi
air arm turned its energies 1o
spreading terror by mnight.

Gallant Cities

The great mass of metropolitan
London, with its acres of docks and
factories, as well as its fine thor-
oughfares and ancient monuments,
was bombed by hundreds of Ger-
man aircraft mnight after night.
Thousands were killed and wound-
ed, but London carried on.

Prolonged and devastating raids
followed on key cities such as Cov-
entry, Bristol, Birmingham, Shef-
field, Southampton and Ports.

Here, too, the people endur-
ed their ordeal like free men, bur-
fed their dead, and turned again
to the struggle.

Italy’s Part

Mussolini led Italy into the war
in June and to Egypt, which knew
the terror of Roman arms prior to
the Christian era but also felt the
civilizing influence of ancient Rome,
wjgae sent the legions of the Fas-
cisti.

As Ociober ended invading Ital-
ians were pushed steadily back in-
to Albania by’ the Greek mountain-
eers, British aircraft mercilessly
pounded Italian bases. The cam-

ign soon became a fiasco. Musso~
ini began to dismiss his generals.

Then came the British offensive
in the Western Il>sert. The Ital-
ians, showing 'little heart for a
fight, were hurled out of Egypt
across the frontier into Libya. The
Italéan defeat rapidly became &
rout.

Neutral Allies

Among foreign mations which
held themselves back from the
whirlpool of war, Britain had two
staunch and effective friends —the
United States and Turkey.

Under President Roosevelt's lead-
ership American Industry turned
out aircraft and munitions in ever-
increasing quantities. Fifty destroy-
ers were turned over to the Royal
Navy to help Britain ward ofif the
Nazi submarine menace.

Turkey, which learned to respect
British arms a quarter century ago,
when, as the ally of Germany, she
tasted the bitterness of Prussian
treachery and shared the ignominy
of the German defeat, gave Britain
steadfast support and thwarted
Nazi ambitions to outflank the
British forces in the great war
theatre of the Mediterranean,

This was the scene &t Montreal’s city hall as J. Adhemar Raynault and his wife received the acclaim
of supporters on Raynault’s election as mayor by the narrowest margin in the city's history. Not until
the last few of the city’s 1,192 polls reported was the result assured. Labor Leader Raoul Trepanier was
second and seven others trailed far behind, five of them losing their deposits, Lenard Trepanier had
the unofficial support of ex-Mayor Camillien Houde in his campaign and Mrs, Houde attended his elec-
tion meetings in behalf of her interned husband. Leonard lost his deposit, polling 7257 votes, It was
in Houde’s old stronghold—St. Mary ward— that Raynault gained the margin that gave him ictory.
He defated Houde in 1936, when he was elected mayor for the first time. One major development upset
the quiet compaign — the arrest of five men follow ing the discovery of an alleged plant to “telegraph”
votes by means of false registration certificates. Two of those arrested had been found in Raynouit's
committee room, but Raynault issued @ statement saying he knew nothing of “the outrageous forgery,”
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
