terest, conducted by “The Coluinbia
Spectator,” student daily, disclosed
yesterday. %

Replies of 308 students to. a ques-
tionnaire showed that despite the
carefully - prepared program of com-
pulsory lectures designed to orient
the student to New York, Columbia
men virtually ignored the opera, art
museums and libraries, and were ev-
en more disinterested in. the campus
literary and dramatic organizations,

All but five of the 308 confessed
to passing several hours each week
in one of the neighborhood motion
picture theatres, although less than
cne-half ever attended the programs
of the Institute of Arts and Scienc-
es; only 52 had ever viewed product-
fons of the Columbia experimental
dramatic organizations, and seven
never had heard of the latter organ-
izations. In contrast, 306 out of the
308 had attended the big Broadway
motion picture theatres.

More than 100 of the students ney-

jer had been inside the New York

Public Library or the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, althougn visits to
the museum are prescribed in cours-
es in the fine arts. About one-half
never had visited the American Mus-
eum of Natural History. About one-
third of the men said that they had
attended one performance of the
Metropolitan Opera Company, and
about 150 indicated occasional at-
tendance at symphonic concerts. On-
ly 25 students ever had heard of the
Morgan library.
