FORMER ISLAND
FINANCIER
PASSES AWAY

Death Yesterday In
Montreal Of Sir
William Stavert.

MONTREAL, Dec. 30--Sir Wil
llam Stavert, 76, Canadian finan-
cier and wartime accounting of-
ficer to the British treasury, dled
at his home tonight.

The Prince Edward Island-born
banker and industrialist was krown
internationally as a shrewd fin-
ancial adviser and as a doctor of
shaky business enterprises. His
penetrating mind often had been
called in by Governments of dif-
ferent countries in fiscal investi-
gations.

One of his most important tasks
was that of finencial adviser to
the Quebec Liquor Commission,
first of its kind on the North Am-
erican continent, in its early days
between 1921 and 1924. He erect-
ed the financial structure on which

that body now  functlons, and
which has served as a model for
. other government-contro'led ven-
tures into the liquor business.

Sir Willlam was a member of
the Royal Commission  which
probed wages of Dominion Coal
Company miners in Cape Breton
in 1921. Recommendation by the
Commis:zion of - increases for the
workers and its rejection by the
company preluded strikes in ‘the
next two years.

He accomplished another impor-
tant task. as a 'member of the
Royal Commission appointed in
1932 to investigate and reorganize
Newfoundland = fingnces, The in-
quiry resulted in recommendations
forming the basis of the present
form of commisiion government
for the country,

For his service to the Empire
during the war, Sir William' was
created a knight of the Order of
the Brit'sh Empire. In 1915 he did
war work in the interests of Can-
adian prisoners in Germany and
Dominion private soldiers in Lon-
don on leave. He gave up all pri-
vate business interests in Canada to
go overseas to he’p Canadian sol-
diers

Sir Willlam was a member of the
Br'tish Ministry of Information and
was accounting officer to His Maj-
esty’s Treasury. He remained with
this oraanization until the demob-
ilizotiom of troops after armistice
ha-1 been sigmed.

He was born at Summerside, P.
E. I. Aoril 9, 1861, the son of Rob-
ert MeCall Stavert and Eliza Mec-
Ewan. Sir Willlam married Miss
Kate. Thomson, daughter of Sam-

LONDON, Dec. 30—The Brit-
ish Government today: made
public without comment Jap-
an's note explaining Japanese
attacks on British naval and
merchant ships on the Yang-
tze River in China. Diplemats
saw in the official si'ence pos-
sible evidence of British dis-
sat’'sfaction.
