Vancouver, If Mr. Campeney can
recapture the constituency of Van-
couver Centre formerly represent-
ed by Mr. MacKenzie, and oust
Col. C. C. Merritt, V.C,, Dieppe
hero from Vancouver-Burrard in
the next election, his appointment
to the Cabinet is assured. Some
of the Maritime Provinces mem-
bers, including those from Prince
Edward Island, acmit privately
that in view of the much greater
volume of fish caught on the west
coast and the very much greater
value of the catch, British Colum-
bia is entitled to the fisherles
portfollo. Maritime interests in
this “respect, they say, will be
protected by the Cabinct in gen-
eral, in view of the important
delegation in the House of Com-
mons from Prince Edward Island,
Nova Scotla, and New Brunswick.
