Land Se'tlement ‘“Scandal.” '

‘‘I have had nothing whatever to
do either directly or indirectly in
the  promotion of  Mitchell’s
scheme,” said Mr. Sinclair, ‘any
visits I made, or communications I
have had = with the. Premijer of
Prince Edward !sland, the Govern-
ment cf-that province, or with the
Minister of Immigration, or with
his department connected with
Mitchell in any way, were dohe by
me in exactly the same way as I
might have acted at the request of
any individual, and just as any
public man .in Canada might have
done gcores of times throughout his
public: career.

“I am nct responsible for any -
thing Mitchell did or said and not
a single one of the proposed Eng-
lish settlers has ever made any
charge against me, or offered to
suggest that [ was in any  manner,
ever remotely blame-worthy."

ag owing to the state of finances of
the province, they could not engage
in emigmtion work.

He interviewed a number|
of Prince Edward Island farmers
and took options on their farms and
on a farm of Mr. Sinclair himself.
In all he took options on over 700
acres of land at the rate of $100
per acre. In Febnuary, 1923, Mitch-
ell came to Ottawa, said Mr, Sin-
clair, and explained that he was
not successful in getting the peo-
ple he expected interested, and
would have to drop his options. He
stated that he had again approach-
ed the Provincial Government of
Prince Edward Island who had now
agreed to appoint him as coloniza-
tion representative.

“He asked me if he could see the
Minister of Immigration at Ottawa,
withthe idea that the province
might have the benefit of the $150
a month which the Federal Depart-
ment of Tmmigration allows to of-
ficers - overseas, -when they are
working in harmony with Dominion
Immigration officials,”” said Mr.
Sinclair. “Mitchell recognized as a
provincial official, was taken under
this practice.”

‘When - Mitohell went to London
he appeared to have some difficulty
with the Dominion Department. of|
Immigration there and cabled Mr.
Sinclair about it. €5

“I did nothing more than pass his
