WON'T ENCOURAGE WAR
5 MARRIAGES.

OTTAWA, Feb. 3.—In view of the
fact that a considerable number of
Canadian volunteers for overseas ser-
vice have married since enlisting, and
have applied for the separation allow-
ance, and that others are applying for
permission to marry and to have their
wives placed on the separation allow-
ance list, an Order-in-Council has heen
passed requiring all who are making
such application to marry within
twenty days from January 30th. In
the case of men enlisting in the future,
they can only obtain permission to
marry and secure the separation
‘allowance for their wives if they make
application when enlisting and marry
within twenty days after receiving

“‘permission.
. The Government does not wish to
unduly increase the large amount that
will have to be paid out for separa-
tion ‘allowance, but desires to- give
consideration to marriage promises
made before enlistment.

The Regulation.

The Order-in-Council states  that
“these applications have hitherto heen
refused on the ground that the separa-
tion' allowance was intended to pro-
vide for families of married men who
had' enlisted as  such, and whose
families would;-etherwise, be in want
or become a heavy burden on the
Patriotic Fund, and that it was not the
Government’s intention to encourage
the men to marry after enlistment, as
that would increase the already heavy
oxpenditupe under separation allow-
ance, amd_ in gase.  of the. soldier’s
death would necessitate placing his
widow on_Lhe pension list.

“As, Towever, the applications
hitherto réceived are from men who
had, priot to " enlistment, given )
promise to marry, the Minister recom-
meonds that, ju consideration of this
and. the sudden call for voluntet
permission to marry ‘be granted, pro:
vided the application has the recom-
mendation of the Officer Commanding
the Corps in which the man is serving
and that the marriage takes place
within twenty days after the publica-
tion of this order; and that, as regards
applications of this kind from men
enlisting hereafter, permission be
granted only to those who apply at the
time of enlistment and that if not
married within twenty days thereafer
the permission be cancelled.”

There remains the United
States. Public opinion there hesi-
tates. Perhaps, it is best, owing to
its sympathies, but at the present mo-
ment it is fully aware that we shall
arrange to take precautions, fully
compatible with the rights of belliger-
onts and the respect due to neutrals.

“Our adversary, perhaps, can obtain
4 few supplies from Turkey and Asin
Minor. Germany will continue to res
ceive a small quantity of that whereol
she has considerable need; but while
you and we breathe freely, thanks to
the sea we have kept and can keep
open., Germany is like a man' throt-
tled with a heavy gag. You know the
effect of such a gag when action is
necessary.

“This pressure shall not be relaxed
until she gives in unconditionally, for
even if France and Russia should de-
cide to withdraw from the struggle,
we English would carry on the war to
the bitter end. .

HUDREDS OF GERMANS
DEAD IN THE TRENCHES

LONDON, ¥eb. &.—That terrible
loss of life was suffered by the German
army in attempting to take British
entrenchments is reported in the ac-
count of the British official Eye-Wit-
ness of two German attacks between
the La Bassee Canal and the Bethune
road January 29,

“In the centre,” says the report of
the Eye-Witness, “our men, firmly eg-
tablished in the brick fields, gave the
Germans a very warm reception, and
the latter fell back. leaving fifty dead
in front of this point alone.

“To the South of it they temporari-
ly gained possession of a small por-
tion of one of our trenches, but were
immediately counter-attacked with the
bayonet, and every man in the trench
was killed. The same thing happened
close to the Bethune road, wherc the

Germans  gained another. of our
trenches, only to be bayonetted to a
man.

“After the fighting was over the ene-
my's dead, to the estimated number
of two hundred, lay thick along our
line. Our casualties were slight. )

“This attdck, like those delivered at
Givenchy and at Zonnebeke on the
95th, was a costly failure, resulting
only in a great waste of life. It was
made by some 300 men in the first
line, and 300 more in support, occupy-
ing the trenches vacated by the first
line when it moved forward.

“Prisoners say that there were one
hundred dead lying in this ‘trench be-
fore the Germans advanced, and that
none of the troops making the assault
had attacked before.”
