Lack of price
Competition in
Halifax, report

OTTAWA, Aug. T—(CP)—The
Wartime Prices and Trade Board
in a statement tonight said lack
of price competition was to blame
for the high cost of food in Hali-
fax and added “several measures
are under consideration to offset
the effect of this condition.

The board recently completed
an investigation of  retail and
wholesale prices of food and retail
prices of clothing in Halifax. This
investigation consisted of a spol
check on the prices and costs of
a wide range of foods carried by
about 90 grocery firms and of the
prices of clothing and household

ry goods. Similar checks were
made in other cities to provide a
basis for comparison.

The board statement sald:

Meats sell in Halifax at about
the same prices as in Ottawa,
Montreal, and Toronto, with the
usual variations among different
stores. General groceries, however,

war began, There are great var=-
iations among the various retail-
ers, some having margins as low as
two cents and some as high as 12
and 13 cents per dozen.
The retail margin on butter In
Halifax averaged about 4 1.2 cents
per pound, the range being from
two cents to eight cents per pound.
Prices on the same brand of but-
ter varied as much as five cents,

A few Halifax grocers were
found to be chugmg
a pound for sugar In two, five,
and 10-pound lots, while the board
considers that a maximum of 8
i.2 cents a pound gives a suffi-
clent margin in the light of laid-
down costs in Halifax.

All through the line of dry gro-
ceries margins were found to be

so wide as to cause noticeably
higher prices than in Ontario
cities.
