THEY CLAIM WINTER DIPS IN
THE OCEAN IS A SURE WAY
TO KEEP FROM GET-
TING A COLD

The Boston Post of the 2nd inst.
contains an illustration of two wo-
men, one a native of Prince Ed-
ward Island, who are shown repos-
ing in bathing attire on the snow-
covered sands of Revere Beach. Un-
der the picture it says: “Br-r-r to
you, but it's just right for a dip,”
and goes on to sayi—

“On the snow-covered stand at
Revere Beach, yesterday, Mrs. Eli-
zabeth Favier of 36 Perthshire road,
Brighton, and Mrs, Florence Mar-
chant of 53 Pearl Street, Newbom,
revealed the secret of how for five
years they have been without a
cold in the head, and from what
penetrated through our extra thick
earmuffs, it sounded as if they said
that all that is necessary is an ice~
cold bath or shower every mormn-
ing and a dip in the ocean once a
week through the year—including,
and most important through the
winter months.

“This is no feeble theory on the
part of Mrs. Favier and Mrs, Mar-
chant, They are in their fifih year
of this rugged treatment for fight-
ing off head colds, and even as they
confided to what transports of
blooming hardihood and health the
winter surf-bathing had raised
them, they were dashing in and
out of an ocean that was ralsing
goose-flesh on Arctic whales.
“Away back in September, 1935,
they resolved to take weekly dips
at Revere Beach through the win-
ter, and they have been going there
every Sunday through the winter
months since that time to don bath-
ing suits and swim in the ocean,
“Mrs. Marchant, who is 66, has
been a widow for seven years, and
she has two sons, one 43 and the
other 38, and two grandsons, When
she started her weekly ocean dips
five years ago she weighed 215
pounds, and now is down to 180
pounds. “After my husband’s death
I was extremely nervous,” she said,
“but the swimming, and the cold
shower every morning soon cured
that. And I haven't had a head
cold in five years.”

“Mrs. Favier, who is also a widow,
takes an ice bath every morning at
home. She was formerly a physical
education and dancing teacher, but
now is a food consultant. She
hasn't consulted a physician in 20
years, and she has taken no hot
baths for 15 years.
